In exercise of the powers conferred on me by sections 4, 22, 23 and 26
of the Central Bank of Swaziland Order, 1974 (Order No. 6 of 1974) and of every
other power hereunto enabling, I ANTHONY DENIS OCKENDEN, Acting Governor
of the Central Bank of Swaziland, do hereby issue the following Notice:-

Citation :
1. This Notice may be cited as His Majesty’s 80th Birthday Anniversary
Commemorative Coin Issue (No. 2) Notice, 1979.

Interpretation
2. In this Notice unless the context otherwise requires —

“Commemorative Coins” or ‘“Commemorative Issue” means His Majesty’s 80th
Birthday Anniversary Commemorative (Double Gold Crown) Coins issued in
terms of this Notice.

Commemorative Issue

3. The coins to be issued by the Central Bank of Swaziland shall be a special
commemoratlve issue honouring His Majesty’s 80th Birthday and shall be known as
“His Majesty’s 80th Birthday Anniversary Commemorative (Double Gold Crown) Coins”

Denominations, Dimensions, Weights and Quantities

4. The commemorative issue shall consist of gold coins of the following denominations,
measurements, weights and quantities.

and ninety-nine plus (999 +) fine.
